Regulations

Exhibitor Booths: Exhibitor tables will be set-up prior to arrival based on how many tables were requested and paid for. Due to limited space, exhibitors will only be able to use those tables provided by the hotel. Any additional personal tables brought by exhibitors will not be allowed.
Hotel Property: In respect to the hotel and its property, exhibitor information, displays, products or any other exhibitor material may not be hung, taped, nailed, stapled or in any other way posted onto the hotel walls or pillars.
